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Family Reflections on the High Holidays  

Sometimes it is hard to believe that our two children, Jessica and Jonas, in their young 
adult years have chosen paths that are intricately tied to their Jewish faith. Jessica, who will be 
starting her second year of graduate school at Hebrew University in Jerusalem and has been 
studying Hebrew intensely this past year, has decided to make aliyah to Israel this year.  Jonas, 
who has worked this past year with the religious school and youth groups at Ohav, has also as-
sisted with davening for services, since his dream is to become a cantor. Many at shul have asked 
my husband Joe and I ñWhat did you do to make this happen, given it is often hard to keep young 
people actively involved in the Jewish community?ò  Certainly Jessica going on a 10-day trip to 
Israel through the Birthright program and Jonas spending a year in Tel Aviv in the community ser-
vice program, Tikkun Olum and earlier being a summer camp counselor at Camp Livingston and Camp Sabra in Missouri 
had their impact. However I do believe events far earlier in their lives had set the stage for these later developments, 
which brings me to thinking back to Rosh Hashanah when Jessica and Jonas were very young. 

In September of 1983 when Jessica was just 18 months old, I had a very strong desire 
for us to attend services as a family on Rosh Hashanah. Since we were not affiliated 
with any synagogue at the time and did not have any extended family members in 
town to tag along with, we decided to go to services at the Hillel in Cincinnati. I knew 
in my heart that this was the right thing to do as I felt it was important for Jessica and 
us as a family to start being exposed to the sights and sounds of what it meant to be 
Jewish. The photograph pictured was taken to capture that special moment before we 
left for services and I even wrote down the following in Jessicaôs Baby Book that ac-
companied the photo:  

ñAll dressed up for my first Rosh Hashanah services. Here I am pictured with my 
mommy and my favorite dog, Abby. Abby couldnôt come with us to the Hillel, but I had 
fun watching the resident canaries and listening to a few moments of the service in 
Hebrew.ò  

 Why Do We Say òShanah Tovah?ó 
 

 ñKol Hatchalot Kashote ï All Beginnings are Difficult!ò What an apropos phrase to 
think about as we begin a new Jewish year. Who among us can honestly say that itôs easy to 
bring about change in our thinking and behavior? Often, if we want to change the ñbigò 
things in our lives, we have to start with the ñsmallò things!  
 
  I propose that one way to get ourselves started on the path to ñchangeò is to begin 
with the very greeting that we are accustomed to for Rosh Hashanah. Yes! Iôm referring to 
that English (not Hebrew) phrase: ñHappy New Year!ò Of course, the Hebrew says something 
quite different! ñShanah Tovahò meansðGood Year! So, whatôs the difference if we use the 

English when referring to the Hebrew? First, itôs an inaccurate translation! Second, if Jewish tradition wanted us to wish 
each other a ñhappy new year,ò we would have learned the correct Hebrew phrase: ñShanah Sômeichah!ò Instead, we 
wish each other: ñShanah Tovahò-have a ñGOODò year! Why? Because in the first chapter in the Torah, God refers to all 
of His creations as ñGOOD.ò Therefore, one of the goals of humanity is to strive for ñgoodnessò in our lives. Happiness is 
very hard to measure:  Goodness is more quantifiable! How so? Just look at your own life! You know when something 
good happens to you. But trying to identify ñhappinessò is a much more elusive goal. For that reason I suggest that Jew-
ish tradition zeroed in on the first wish we hope for ourselves and for others: Strive to live a life filled with ñgoodness,ò 
and from there will emerge the inner contentment (is that another word for happiness?) in our lives.  

 
Yes! ñKol Hatchalot Kashote-All Beginnings are Difficultò So, as we begin to think about the changes we need to 

make in our lives, perhaps one of the easiest ways to begin that transformation is to internalize the deeper message of 
ñShanah Tovah.ò The Hebrew indeed captures it all! 
 
 Shanah Tovah Uômetukah! May we all be blessed with a GOOD year filled with sweetness!

Yes, there were canaries at the Hillel that amused Jessica for awhile, but I do recall the expression on her face 
when she first heard the Hebrew prayers chanted. It was a moment of awe and wonder for all of us, and started us on a 
journey that kept Jewish values and practices as an integral part of our lives.  

A few years later living in Pasadena, California where Jonas was born, we were members of a very large conser-
vative synagogue and Jessica and Jonas were both enrolled in the Jewish day school that was offered at the same site 
as our synagogue.  Starting at a very young age Jonas enjoyed music. We would often waken to the sounds of Jonas 
singing to himself in his crib. So it did not come as a surprise that Jonas also came to enjoy the music at the religious 
services.  

However it was one year at Rosh Hashanah in Pasadena with Jonas that is 
etched in my memory as being quite remarkable. Though the sanctuary was very 
large, seating in the pews was traditionally reserved for those members who were 
able to make a significant financial contribution to the shul. The rest of us, which 
included many of the younger families, were seated much further back in chairs 

brought in to provide extra seating for the High Holiday services. Jonas was very 
curious about all that was happening on the bima and at age 4 struggled to see 
what was going on. Jonas asked if he could sit closer and I explained that those 
seats were reserved for others. Jonas persisted that he could not see and decided 
he would take it upon himself to be seated closer. So he walked, hand in hand with 
another girt from his Kindergarten class, down the aisle to the second row of pews 
to find a seat. The congregants seated were surprised to see these young children unaccompanied, but graciously 
moved over to offer them a seat. Jonas and his school friend sat there for some time listening and watching the service. 
When Jonas returned to us he was beaming and triumphant that he was able to find a better seat. That was also the 
year when there were four congregants positioned in the four corners of the sanctuary, blowing the Shofar at the same 
time. What an amazing sound and experience for us all, and capped by the determination of a young boy to get a closer 
view.  

  So maybe it is not so surprising that our children have pursued interests that embrace what we as a Jewish fam-
ily have valued and treasured all these years.   

This year as we approach the High Holidays and I prepare to share my thoughts with you on Yom Kippur at Kol 
Nidre services, I look forward to speaking more about our familyôs history and what has moved my husband Joe and I to 
take on such active roles at Ohav.   It is my hope that these personal stories will inspire others at Ohav to come forward 
and share their own experiences with the congregation that highlight the importance of their Judaism and Congregation 
Ohav Shalom in their lives.  This can be done by writing a Letter to the Editor for the Bulletin, speaking from the bima at 
a religious service, or simply in casual conversation with others when at a synagogue event or at a Kiddush following 
Shabbat morning services.  The more we reach out to one another and learn what has brought us to Ohav Shalom, we 
will enrich and strengthen our community now and for many years to come.     

In closing, Joe and I want to take this opportunity to wish you and your family a Shanah Tovah Tikatevu, may you be 

inscribed (in the Book of Life) for a good year!

Rosh HaShanah Basics  
by Glenn Bochner, Gabbi Sheni  

The name Rosh HaShanah literally means the Head or 
Leader of the Jewish Year. The Jewish New Year is tradi-
tionally celebrated for two full days, both in and outside 
of Israel.  As with all Jewish holidays, the observance be-
gins at sunset before the first day.  

Prior to Rosh Hashanah, it is traditional to prepare for the 
festival by getting a haircut and by purchasing or freshly 
cleaning one's dress clothes. New clothing reinforces the 
themes of Newness/Clean Slate and Celebration and en-
ables us to recite the Shehechiyanu prayer, as we thank 
The Almighty for the blessing of reaching a momentous 
occasion.  

The prayers include special, awe-inspiring melodies and 
are recited with special fervor by the Chazzan and the 
congregation.  Hearing the blowing of the shofar is a To-
rah commandment, so it is important to concentrate in 

silence when it is sounded.  

It is customary to wish one another a Good New Year.  In 
Hebrew, people say, "Leshanah tovah", and some add 
"Tikatev vetichatam", meaning ñMay you be written and 
sealed for a Good Year.ò Another choice is "Shana Tova 
Umetuka" (a good and sweet year).  The typical Yiddish 
greetings are "a gut yoar" (a good year) or " gut yon-
tiff " (a good Holy Day).  

Special foods include a round challah, to underscore the 
cyclical nature of the year. Raisins in the challah suggest 
sweetness. For the same reason, salt is replaced by 
honey for dipping the challah.  At the beginning of the 
meal, we take an apple and dip it also into honey, as we 

make a request to The Al-
mighty that we be renewed 
for a sweet year. On the 
second night, one can eat a 
fruit that he or she has 
never had or has not had 
for a long while, in order to 
add a reason to recite the 
Shehecheyanu.  

There are those who try not to take a nap during the first 
day, as a sign that they are putting forth their best on the 
Day of Judgment. On the afternoon of the first day (or 
the second day when the first day is Shabbat or foul 

weather), we walk to a large or flowing body of water 
and symbolically cast away our sins in the form of bread, 
in a ceremony called Taschlich.  

May we all be inscribed for a year of good health, con-
tentment, prosperity, and peace.

Feeds 150,000-200,000 people every year, many of them several times.

On July 26, about 50 members of the congregation as-
sembled at Ohav Shalom for the Town Hall meeting that 
was scheduled to allow an open forum for communication 
of pressing issues.  President Shelley Kirk presided over 
the meeting and a fruitful discussion ensued based on the 
agenda she provided.  

Religious School.  Combined education with Northern 
Hills Synagogue was at the top of the docket.  The good 
news is that by combining our youth, we have pooled to-
gether over 40 students (and possibly as many as 50) to 
maintain a critical mass of young people coming together 
to grow as educated Jews.  This move doubles the num-
ber of students in the program and includes support for 
pre-school.  Also of note is that the new program is 
budget-neutral; we have neither cut investment into our 
youth education nor have we added to the current budget 
needs of the synagogue.  Classes will start off on Wednes-
days at Ohav Shalom and on Sundays at Northern Hills; 
this scheduling will reverse in the second half of the year.  
The combined program - which includes students from pre
-school through the seventh grade and is open to all Jew-
ish youth in the area regardless of affiliation - was estab-
lished through a one-year agreement to allow everyone 

involved the best possible oppor-
tunity to learn how best to pro-
ceed next year.  Those directly 
involved in planning will meet in 
November to discuss the shared 
program's progress.  Donna Fox 
has been instrumental in coordi-
nating efforts on behalf of our 
congregation. 

Rabbinical Services.  Next the Town Hall addressed rab-
binical services.  After renegotiating a part-time contract 
with Rabbi Meirovich, we as a community must come to 
terms with the reality that a greater percentage of reli-
gious support must come from volunteers among us.  
Rabbi Meirovich's contract is set at 26 Shabbatot for the 
next year.  The contract establishes Rabbi Meirovich's in-
volvement in all b'nei mitzvah, High Holy Day services, 
grief counseling, and the like.  The Rabbi's endowment 
fund helps to make this a viable option.  Our hope is to 
return to being able to support full -time rabbinic service; 
to that end, we must apply ourselves to making Ohav Sha-
lom an inviting community for Jews new to the area or  
those who are not currently members of other syna-
gogues.  Only by reinvigorating our congregation will we 
be able to once again benefit from full -time rabbinic in-
volvement.  Efforts are being made to minimize the loss of 
service being provided to homebound members of the 
congregation as well as to those in assisted-living environ-
ments.  Given that this change to a part -time contract will 

affect each family differently, it is important for congrega-
tion members to communicate issues with synagogue 
leadership as the issues arise.  In sum, many synagogues 
in America survive (and even thrive) under similar circum-
stances; the one thing every success story has in common 
is that the community has stepped up to guarantee a 
thriving and vibrant synagogue experience. 

Membership Dues.  The third 
topic for discussion was member-
ship and the dues structure.  This 
topic proved to be the most deli-
cate, as expected.  The current lay 
leadership of the synagogue is 
convinced that pragmatism is the 
best way forward in terms of the 
budget.  The foundation of a sus-
tainable synagogue budget is membership dues, and our 
goal is to reform our dues structure so that all members of 
the congregation can feel that their membership dues 
serve as an investment rather than a burden.  In recent 
years, our dues structure has not meshed well with com-
munity expectations.  As such, for the coming year we will 
offer three levels of membership:  Benefactor, Regular, and 
Associate.  Dues levels have been reduced across the 
board in a further effort to provide approachable options 
for the entire community.  Anyone who does not feel that 
this revised structure allows them to budget for member-
ship should contact synagogue administrators privately to 
find a workable solution.  The new dues structure is aimed 
at keeping these members and making it easier for new 
members to join.  While on the subject, a suggestion was 
raised to use tickets for the High Holy Days.  Roughly 40% 
of those in attendance supported the idea, though it 
should be noted that this idea proved to be the most con-
tentious of the day and additional discussion would be 
needed before serious consideration could be given to the 
idea. 

Congreational Collaborative.  Our recent collaboration 
with B'nai Tzedek and Beit Chaverim was the fourth topic 
for discussion.  Nearly 100 people participated in the com-
bined Fourth of July event, which was organized by the 
Joint Adult Intergenerational Programming Committee.  
The goal of this committee is to reinvigorate Ohav Shalom 
by drawing in the broader Jewish community.  There is no 
consideration at this point of merging synagogues; the 
objective is to stimulate Jewry in the area to spend more 
time Jewishly, and coordinating specific events with other 
congregations should help achieve that objective. 

As we move forward, we are faced with the realization 
that our experiences at Ohav Shalom will be as good as 
we make them.  Participation will achieve what money 
cannot.
