 Rabbiõs Message 

IAs we celebrate the forthcoming holiday of Thanksgiving, I share with you selections 
from my Yizkor sermon delivered on Shminee Atzeret that focused on the theme of 
Gratefulness, a most relevant topic for this American (Jewish) holiday since the Festival 
of Sukkot reminded the pilgrims of the bounty of the fall harvest season. This sermon 
asks us to ponder how grateful we should be for the legacy we received from our be-
loved departed and how the recitation of Kaddish can help us to overcome our loss and 
to recognize how much we have to be grateful for in our lives.  

Although Yizkor brings up sad feelings and the pain of missing our loved ones, itôs also 
a time to step back and express our gratitude for those who touched our lives. In Juda-
ism, this idea of thankfulness, of acknowledging gratitude is called hakarat hatov. 

In his recent book entitled I Thank, Therefore I Am , Rabbi Henry Glazer, my spiritual 
mentor when I travelled to Israel after high school  and now a colleague and dear 

friend, writes about being grateful.  

One could surmise that gratefulness would be considered a paramount virtue to be pursued and cultivated with 
ardor and dedication. Yetégratefulness has received little attention during the last half of the 20th Century, [and] 
its transformative power as a means of greater well -being and happiness is lost or ignoredé 

Take for example the Kaddish which we will recite at the end of Yizkor.  

What makes the Kaddish such an extraordinary liturgical expression of gratefulness is that it is recited at the time 
of greatest grief and sadness ï the time of death.  

Not only that, but we are mandated at the moment of death to recite a blessing that says:  

Praised are you, O Lord, our G_d, King of the Universe who is a dayan emet ð a truthful judge.   

How can we express any sense of gratitude at all when we are in such pain and anguish? Where is the G_d of grateful-

ness, the giver of all things when all we face is disruption, destruction and emptiness?  

Our sages responded to this logical way of thinking by holding out the possibility 
and the challenge that even at the moment of our greatest loss, we can eventually 
overcome the pain. And it begins with a blessing and the continued recitation of 
Kaddish. We are therefore asked to ñconsider all the gifts in the life of the deceased 
and all the blessings yet to be enjoyed in our lives.ò Death cannot and should not 
have the last say! 

For our sages, they saw death as an integral part of life just as the ñbreathing proc-
ess requires both taking in of air -inhaling-and the letting out, the giving away of air -
exhaling.ò So too, life and death are inextricably bound one to the other.  There-
fore, even with death, we are asked to ñstrive for an awareness of gratefulness for 
that which has been lost and being grateful for that gift ï however transient it may be.ò  

So how do we acknowledge this inner sense of gratitude even when our eyes are filled with tears?  

Itôs the Kaddish that beckons the mourner to stretch his or her spiritual and emotional  resources in order to touch 
a spot of gratefulness deep within the soul, to catch an emotional glimpse of a reality beyond the immediacy of 
pain and losséthe Kaddish helps us journey from nothingness to eternity. 

For that reason I marvel at the genius of our rabbinic sages who understood only too well the grieving process. Time 
has the power to bring healing to our emotional wounds. And for that reason, as weeks and months pass into years, we 
are more able with the passage of time to sit back and truly feel grateful for the lives that touched us so deeply.  

Thatôs the wonder of Yizkor recited four times a year ï at Yom Kippur, Shminee Atzeret, Passover, and Shavuot.  Within 
a set, cyclical ritual surrounded by so many who can intrinsically connect, we join together in what can certainly be la-
beled ñgroup therapy,ò to share not only in loss, but to be able to acknowledge how grateful we are for our loved ones.  

So, I end with a story that Rabbi Glazer writes in his book I Thank, Therefore I Am . He tells the story that one Shabbat 
after services he stood alongside a seven-year old boy who was trying to pour himself some soda from the large, bulky 
bottle. Not surprisingly, he spilled the soda, at which point the father took the bottle and showed his son how to hold it. 
Rabbi Glazer turned to the father and said: ñWhat a patient parent you are!ò  The father answered: ñI try to teach my 
son to be self-sufficient, how not to complain but to try and overcome his difficulty. Itôs important for to do this. Heôs 
been in remission for three and half years.ò Rabbi Glazer was shocked to hear that at age three, the boy had contracted 
cancer. The father continued and said his son ñis now fineéheôs a little insecure...but heôll get over that.ò And then the

again: óDonôt say Ouchðsay Wow!!ô ò What a wonderful lesson in teaching how to be grateful!  

As we prepare for Yizkor, may we too take to heart the lesson of hakarat hatov, the lesson of gratefulness for our be-
loved who gave so much to all of us and for the wondrous daily blessings for which we have so much to be grateful for.   

The idea of hakarat hatov reflects one of the many emotions that we feel during Yizkor. Itôs much easier to think back 
and remember the challenges and confrontations that we had with those whom we remember today. Yizkor comes to 
teach us the valuable lesson of gratitude. When we are able to accept this in our own hearts, we can then begin to 

move beyond the hurts and disappointments and begin to focus on the good memories -times when we truly felt grateful 
to have had our loved ones in our lives.  

As we prepare to recite Yizkor, our attention is focused not only on the past, but the present.  Rather than concentrate 
on the next world, our energies should be devoted to healing and building new relationships ï relationships that we 
should not take for granted.  For the psalmist reminds us:  

Limnot yameinu, kein hodah, vnavee leiv chomchah ï take to heart the days of your life and get a heart of wisdom.  

Now is the time to give thanks for the good that has been given to us, and to bury the negativity that threatens to over-
whelm us. Now is the time to look around and thank G_d for all the good that we have in our lives. To reject the im-
pulse of the yetzeir harah ï the negative side that delights in holding us back. Now is the time to say todah rabbah for 
the small things that make life worth living. Now is the time to make a resolution:  to dispel the anger that I feel to-
wards my loved ones and perhaps, even more equally important, to those who make up my life to today.  

At this hour of Yizkor, I choose to look at my life and see the beauty that surrounds me and to say ñThank youò as we 
recited in the Kiddush last night at the Erev Shminee Atzeret service:  

Praised are you, Oh Lord, our G_d, King of the Universe, shehecheyanu, vôkiyemanu, vôhigiyanu, lazman hazeh ï 
who has enabled us to reach this moment in our lives, grateful for all of G_dôs blessings.
